Dear Principals,

NEP 2020, envisages that by 2025, at least 50% of learners shall have vocational exposure
through school and higher education. The goal of a well-designed school curriculum is that it
exposes children to maximum skills and knowledge to make them better informed and productive
member of the society. Every child is supposed to learn at least one vocation and be exposed to several
more.

2. The schools especially of Panipat and nearby districts are required to participate in minimum one
and maximum three skills from one school can be exhibited.

3. Schools are supposed to prepare the concept and process of skill/skills to be displayed in the

exhibition.

4. If the concept, process and working presentation is appropriate, CBSE will felicitate it.

5. This event will train principals and teachers on how to implement skill education in schools.

6. Students will be invited to visit so that they also learn from these skills.

7. Schools can either prepare & exhibit one skill on their own or they can include experts of the

particular field also.

8. Skill education fair will provide a stall of size 8 X 8 feet to the participating school.
