. Evaluation:

e The three best entries at school level will be appropriately honoured at school level by the school
itself during the Vigilance Awareness Week.

e The first best entry will be uploaded by the school at the CBSE portal given above.

e The best entries uploaded by schools will be evaluated at the CBSE regional level and three best
entries will be selected from each CBSE Region.

e The three best entries from each CBSE region will be evaluated at the national level. These three
best entries will be appropriately honoured at the CBSE regional level.

e The five best entries selected at the national level will be submitted to CVC and shall be honoured at
New Delhi. Details will be informed in due course.

e Rubrics for evaluation are given at Annexure B.

e Oiriginality of ideas and intellectual honesty should be thrust areas for evaluation. Plagiarism of any
kind detected at any level will attract disqualification.
